On motion by Mr. Roger Layton, the Roads Board minutes of the April 24, 2007 meeting were unanimously approved.


Mr. Harry Cole reported the maintenance crews would be trimming shoulders in preparation for the resurfacing program, patching potholes, mowing, scraping dirt roads, and working on service requests for ditching.  

Mumford & Miller Concrete are scheduled to begin the replacement of the River Bridge Road Bridge around June 15th.  Engineering is progressing on Mason Bridge and Legion Road Bridge.  Inspections are being conducted on Jefferson Pond and Branfields Subdivision.  

Bennett Excavating has completed approximately 60% of the dirt work on Collins Road.  Once they get that on grade, they will move to Pinetown Road to start that improvement project.  These two road improvements were included in the FY2007 bond money.  


Mr. Roger Layton inquired about orange gravel that was placed on Crouse Mill Road.  Mr. Harry Cole explained that new gravel contains clay (binder).  Over time, the binder decreases, thereby causing dust.  The binder is what holds the road together.  The ripples in a gravel road are caused by the binder deteriorating.  The ideal time to scrape a gravel road is when there is moisture in them.                
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 During the discussion, Mr. Jeff Ghrist entered the meeting.  

Mr. Harry Cole stated that he is getting a few questions about the replacement of the bridge on River Bridge Road; some are even saying now they don’t want the bridge replaced.    

There being no further County Roads Board business, the meeting adjourned at 9:15 a.m.
