On motion by Mr. Roger Layton, the Roads Board minutes of the October 30, 2007 meeting were unanimously approved.


Mr. Harry Cole reported the maintenance crews would continue the limbing and bushing program, scrape dirt roads, and repair low shoulders using the new claw.  The new claw has been doing an exceptional job, and was also used on a bridge project.  The month of December is generally used as a training period for Motor Equipment Operator I’s and II’s for possible upgrades when they become available.  Flagging classes are also conducted during that timeframe.  


The River Bridge Road Bridge project has been completed.  The line striping was accomplished on November 21st, the day after the bridge opening.  E & M Enterprises has begun work on Frazier Neck Road.  Entrance pipes and cross pipes have been installed; once the road has been boxed out, E & M Enterprises will begin hauling gravel.  Staff would be working on the capital improvement program for FY2009.          


Mr. John Cole commented that it was good to attend the official opening of the River Bridge Road Bridge on November 20th.  The bridge blends in with the surrounding area very nicely.  It was his pleasure to ride across the bridge in a Marydel fire engine.  He praised Harry Cole for the outstanding presentation, and Diane Pippin for a well orchestrated program.  


Mr. Marty Gangemi complimented Mr. John Cole for allowing Mr. Chuck Emerson to cut the ribbon.  He thought it was a great honor bestowed upon Mr. Emerson, since it will be his last official bridge opening as Director of Public Works.
