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B. Add to Page I-34 of the 1991 Supplement a description of Ridgely Airpark for air
transportation as follows:

The Ridgely Airpark consists of 152.46 acres, located at the intersection 6f MD Route
312 and Racetrack Road, less than 1 mile northeast of the Town of Ridgely. Ridgely

Airpark has been used continually as an airport since 1966 and currently provides
small aircraft with a paved runway, airplane hangers, self service fueling facilities

and radio facilities for aviation assistance. As stated in the One Maryland Strategic’
Plan for Economic Development for Caroline County, approved by the Caroline
County Commissioners on July 27, 1999, protection of the airpark as a valuable
resource is a priority for the County and is strongly supported by the Maryland
Aviation Administration.” The proposed site for the Ridgely Business/Technology
Park adjoins MD Route 312, Racetrack Road, dnd Hog Lot Road immediately south

of Ridgely Airpark.

The Planning Commission recommends the following policies for air transportation
in Caroline County:

1. Maintain and expand the use and services of Ridgely Airpark as a general
aviation airport.

Consider purchase of the Ridgely Airpark to access available FAA and other
State funding for improvements.

A twenty (20) year master pian should be developed for Ridgely Airpaﬂc )
operations and its expansion.

4. Discourage inappropriate future land uses around Ridgely Airpark by adopting an
Airport Protection Overlay Zoning District and acquiring land or use easements

on neighboring lands as necessary.
5. The County should purchase and develop the Hayman Farm immediately south of
the Ridgely Airpark as a Business/Technology Park, as stated in the “One
to

Maryland Strategic Plan for Economic Development for Caroline County,”
attract businesses that will need or will benefit from close proximity to airport

services.
Upgrade Racetrack Road to improve access for the Ridgely Airpark and the
Business/Technology Park.

7. Encourage and support the annexation of Ridgely Airpark and
Business/Technology Park by the Town of Ridgely to facilitate the extension of

water and sewerage and other municipal services.
